To have a quality experience in the snow, scouts need to stay warm and dry. You
should avoid wearing garments that are made of cotton as once cotton gets wet it stays
wet and cold. Synthetic materials or wool can get wet but still keep you warm. Keep in
mind that the average daytime temperature at Marin Sierra during the winter is 28 - 42

degrees F.
